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JLK Street Ministry Training

How do you effectively do street ministry? 

Street ministry is sharing the gospel to people outside of your church walls. It is an outreach to people who may never enter the church doors. Its approach can’t be confined to a particular style nor can it be confined to a particular person. Its ministry just like everything else, in that the Spirit of God carefully leads every step.   

Who are We:

The Bible declares over and over that we are the children of God. Being children of God we must understand that He gives us wisdom and courage when ministering to others, but he also gives us protection. We must remember that we are never alone. Greater is He that is in us then he that is in the world (1 John 4:4). 

Matt. 4:19, Mark 1:17- I am a fisher of men.

Luke 24:48, Acts 1:8 –I am Christ’s witness.

Romans 15:14-I am complete in knowledge in Christ.

1 Cor. 3:9- I am God’s fellow worker. We are in a partnership.

2 Cor. 3:6 I am a competent minister of the new covenant in Christ.

2 Cor. 5:18 I am a minister of reconciliation.

Eph. 2:10-I was prepared in advance in Christ Jesus to do good works.

Phil. 4:13-I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me. 

2 Tim 1:7-God placed within me His spirit of power, boldness, love, and wisdom.
Facing our fears: 

Romans 8:15-You are not a slave to fear, but given sonship through Christ Jesus.
Pre-Conceived thoughts: 
Media, Phobias, Lies, The Unknown, Battles within Ourselves, Traditions, etc.  

Tips while doing street ministry:

· Remember people are curious about you, just like you’re curious about them. We are all people; the color of our skin, the side of town we come from, our social status, or excuses does not exempt us from sharing what Jesus did on the cross with others. They deserve to walk in freedom just like us. 

· Don’t assume that the people are poor or that their life is bad. Many people in urban communities are well off and there are others who love what they do and believe it’s the best life in the world. 
· The Approach should be comfortable. Relax; it should be like greeting a lost love one, a friend, or FAMILY. Offer a freeze pop, water, or whatever we have to break the ice.
· Ask the right questions and ask for permission for everything  (i.e. how can I pray for you and the family, anything God can do for you today, do you mind if I take a prayer request from you, can I talk with you for a minute, etc.)   
· Active Listening: Listen to them and listen for God to tell you things about them.
· Pray as you walk. Listen for things God will place on your heart concerning the city, a particular home, person, street, or business. We are to usher in the presence of God and destroy the works of the enemy. Take your time to pray over the neighborhood. Tonight find scriptures that talk about the promises of God for his people. Pray these prayers over the city.
· Make sure to ask for prayer requests by asking if they; have a prayer request, would like a prayer request for themselves, someone in the family, a job, etc.   Let them know God answers our prayers and that we collect prayer requests and have over 50 people pray over them. Take the prayer requests and fill them out on prayer cards yourself. Allow people to talk while you write.
· Minister in groups only. Never minister alone. Make sure not to over crowd a person either. Too many people may make someone feel uncomfortable. Ladies minister to ladies and men to men if you can. It’s ok for the group to disperse itself as people begin to minister to people, but don’t go too far from each other. Be patient and wait. Pray for God to use those you’re waiting for. 
· Never offer personal assistance, money (don’t bring it), use of a phone, or any type of commitment. Refer all questionable situations to group leaders.
· Pass out all information to every person you see and at every home if possible. 
·  Use your personal testimony...It’s powerful, so powerful it’s what breaks the struggles off of people who have similar experiences.
· Always thank people for their time.
· Remember you are carrying Jesus’ heart, his thoughts, and his love to people. They should know that Jesus loves Kalamazoo.
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
